Installing the RSLP collection level description Access database

The process which extracted this document from the zip file which you downloaded should have created three sub-directories in your target folder: docs, MsAccess and ASP.  

The docs sub-directory contains this file (install.doc) and a user guide, guide.doc
In the MsAccess sub-directory, you should find two Microsoft Access database files: rslpcld.mdb and examples.mdb.  The first of these is an empty database, the second contains a few example collection descriptions.

In the ASP sub-directory, you should find the files which form the demonstrator Web search interface.  If you wish to use the Access database only on your PC, then you do not require the ASP directory and its contents, and you can delete it.  If you do wish to use the Web search interface, see the section below.

Using the RSLP CLD Access database tool

System Requirements

Provided your PC is equipped with Access 97 SR-2  or later versions, there should be no difficulty in using this database. 

Finding out your version of MS Access

Your computer's version can be ascertained by opening your copy of MS Access and selecting "Help" (last in the top row of menu headings of the database). A drop-down menu appears; select "About Microsoft Access". 

The version of the database you have will appear at the top of the window between the words "Access" and "copyright" e.g. 

"..Access 97
SR-2
Copyright…"

(Special Release 2 (SR-2) is a second update on the original MS Access 97 database and which superceded SR-1 also.  It is possible to get a complete overview of the tool with the earlier versions but it is not recommended that they be adopted for actual use of the database tool. To check successful loading:

To open the database, either :

Open Windows Explorer find the folder where the database file is located and  click it open : then it is enough to double click the database icon in that folder and provided you have MS Access on your system the .mdb file will open automatically.

Or:

Go to Start on the taskbar at the bottom of the Windows screen, click Programs in the menu and then in the subsequent menu select Microsoft Access. Ensure the button for "Select existing database" is selected and highlight the correct file and click OK. The database will open.

Should the yellow data entry screen not appear immediately, click on the Forms tab and double-click : frmCollections

The yellow data entry screen will then appear.

Using the RSLP CLD ASP web interface

System Requirements

The demonstrator Web search interface uses Microsoft Active Server Pages and requires a server-side environment which supports that technology, such as Microsoft's IIS.  a recent version of the jscript scripting engine is required: any machine that has had IE5 installed will have the correct components.

N.B. It also requires version 3.0 or later of the MSXML parser (i.e. one which supports the W3C XSLT 1.0 Recommendation rather than only Microsoft's early implementation of XSLT).

To install the Web interface

Copy the files which were extracted to the ASP sub-directory to a suitable location on the web server.  (You may need to contact your web server support staff for advice or for permission to access a suitable directory).

The name of the database file accessed by the ASP scripts is rslpcld.mdb, located in the same directory as the ASP pages.  You will need to place a copy of your database in this directory on the server.

To use the Web interface

Use a web browser to access the page

http://your.host/yourdir/rslpsearch.asp

where your.host is the name of the server and yourdir is the path to the directory where you loaded the pages.

You should see a basic search form displayed.
