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What Can We Learn From The 24 Hour Museum?

Aims Of This Exercise

The 24 Hour Museum provides access to museums in the UK.  The information comes from the Museum’s and Galleries Commission’s database, with additional entries from related organisations.  

The aims of this exercise are to briefly evaluate the 24 Hour Museum web site and to identify useful aspects which the HE Mall could benefit from.  

1.1 24 Hour Museum

Go to the web address <http://www.24hourmuseum.org.uk/>.  

What features which are relevant to the HE Mall do you notice?

Move to some of the News items.  Examine the destination URL.  What does it indicate?

Follow the link to some of the “Trails”.   What relevance to the museum trails have to the HE Mall?

1.2 The 24 Hour Museum “Museum Finder”

Return to the 24 Hour Museum home page.  Then select the link to Museum Finder.  Search for a collection.

Use the options to search for by location (e.g. try your city), or with particular facilities (e.g. disabled access)

Return to the Museum Finder and use the map to locate museums in your region.

1.3 Pilot Museums

Return to the Museum Finder.  Scroll until you find the link to Pilot Museums.  Follow this link and then follow the link to details about a pilot museum (such as the Bass Museum).  Follow one of the links.

Return to the list of pilot museums and view details for another pilot.

1.4 Searching The 24 Hour Museum

Use the search option to search for “Natural History Museum”.  Notice how the search results provide similar, but not identical details.

Scroll to the details for the Natural History Museum.  Make a note of the opening hours.  Then follow the link to the visitor hours.  Compare the details with the information provided on the 24 Hour Museum web site.

How do you think the Natural History Museum makes its information available to the 24 Hour Museum.

1.5 About The 24 Hour Museum

Return to the 24 Hour Museum home page and then select the link on the left hand navigational bar to About Us.  Read about the 24 Hour Museum.
